During the past year we’ve shared course opportunities, training ideas, general questions, comments and concerns. We had Ian Brethour in from EMA, and a representative from the University of Victoria who outlined their new Justice and Public Safety Leadership Certificate Program. I have been posting our minutes on the BCFTOA web page in the forums. I would encourage the other zones to do the same, as the more we can share info and ideas, the better off as an association, and as training officers we are. 

We held two Emergency Scene Traffic Control train the trainer sessions; one in greater Victoria, and one mid island. Both were well attended and gave me a chance to re-connect with some of the volunteer departments within zone 1. We also tried to put together further train the trainer courses with funding from the Office of the Fire Commissioner, but we have yet to receive official word on the status of this funding; hopefully we’ll see something this year.
In the next year I hope to round-up a few more training officers from Zone 1 get their input and try to get them involved with our association.  It’s also our goal to add a few more zone wide training seminars for our members to partake in. We’ve had talks with zone 1A members and reps and hope to connect with them more throughout the next year as well.

Congratulations to Courtenay Fire, and the rest of zone 1A on a very informative and successful workshop. I think it went a long way in proving that this conference needs to be a zone effort, rather than a stand alone department affair.

Finally, I would like to thank our board of executive for all their hard work over the past year.
